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PAUL TO SPAIN?

Paul desired to visit Spain (Rom. 15:24,28), but it is not clear whether he did so. There is at least
one rather vague statement by Clement of Rome in his Epistle to the Corinthians (written about
96 AD) which suggests Paul did travel to Spain.The possible route suggested below is created

from statements indicating Paul’s intention and possible references to his travels.
